When assessing the junior handlers I always ask 7 questions.

1. Identify the Wither

2. Identify the Croup

3. Identify the Pastern

4. Identify the Hock

5. Identify the Stifle

6. How many Teeth

7. What is the split (i.e. How many teeth top / bottom)

I then assess on how they show the teeth followed by control of the dog when asked to go ‘away & back’

Then it’s onto presentation skills regards 

1. The dog in stance

2. The walking phase
3. The extended gait
I make a decision on how well they have performed overall. I also take into account that some of the dogs they bring in are well schooled compared to others that are not, and therefore make allowances for this. I like to see how they manage with unruly dogs and the effort they put in to present the dog the best they can. (even the ones being handicapped  by well meaning over enthusiastic family & friends outside the ring). 
The standards are improving amongst some of our regular participants. The winner of class A – Katy Slater Powdrill did really well and has demonstrated a vast improvement since the last time I assessed her. In the older group Allessandra Sivori displays a relaxed stylish technique and was just pipped by Ashleigh Gordon who held a little better control on the extended gait.
